1. Dr. Kevin McMullen, a member of the American Society of Civil Engineers (ASCE),
wrote a newsletter for the ASCE Structural Engineering Institute (SEI) titled “Industry
Success through Student Involvement.” Dr. McMullen discusses how interactions between
engineering professional and students is highly beneficial for the development of future
engineers who are prepared to make an immediate impact on the field upon graduation.
These interactions provide students with an alternative perspective, so they may better use
the knowledge that they learn in the classroom to formulate solutions for real-world
problems.

2. July — 3 August 2019 CDT Truman Gabriel, Dr. Greg Freisinger, and Dr. Becky Zifchock
travelled to Calgary, Canada for the International Society of Biomechanics annual
conference. The group presented four podium and four poster presentations, including
work from CDT Isaiah Ball and CDT Nathaniel Schlosser who were unable to attend due
to military training. The research presented ranged from validating novel wearable sensors
and evaluating them in the field at Fort Bragg, to orthopaedic research measuring knee
stiffness during total knee replacement.

1. From 21-23 August, LTC William Wright and the GIS Program is hosting two
representatives from the Research Division of the National Geospatial-Intelligence
Agency (NGA). During the visit, the representatives will discuss AIAD opportunities
with Cadets, finalize the ongoing Interagency Agency Agreement (IAA), and meet with
professors from GIS, Geography, and the Modern War Institute on a currently funded 3-
year research project.

2. On 4 September, from 1800-1930, the Green Team in G&ENE will host a welcome back
BBQ for the Environmental Science and Environmental Engineering majors at Clinton
Lot. This BBQ is also open to any other cadets who are part of ESSW (Engineers and
Scientists for a Sustainable World).

3. On 19 September, the G&ENE Center for the Study of Civil-Military Operations will host
the Africa Symposium. This will include panel discussion among military and civilian
representatives with interests in Africa with a discussion on the continent as a whole.

1. Academy Professor LTC Jason Ridgeway returned from his operational experience at
USAFRICOM in Stuttgart, Germany. LTC Ridgeway assisted with the planning and
execution of a pilot program for evaluating DoD-funded humanitarian assistance projects
in Africa. This included ten days of travel in Gabon, where he inspected schools and
medical facilities and met with the director of the Gabonese military hospital in
Libreville. LTC Ridgeway also explored future areas for collaboration between
USAFRICOM and GENE, including faculty engagement with African educational
institutions and cadet AIADs.

2. On 2 August, LTC Will Wright returned from his summer deployment to Djibouti, Africa
where he was embedded with the National Geospatial Intelligence Agency’s Support
Team for the Horn of Africa (NST-HOA). While deployed LTC Wright was able to
observe and assessed the NST for NGA’s leadership and was also able to support the
team with day-to-day operations. During the deployment he gave several classes to the
J2 staff on many of the different unclassified GIS and Remote sensing tools readily
available to US Soldiers, Sailors and Airmen. Additionally, his data management skills
were utilized to repair over 250 projects were data links had previously been broken. On
8 August LTC Wright provided his debriefing to the NGA leadership.
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3. From 29 July to 10 August, MAJ Ben Sylvester (G&ENE) led four cadets on an AIAD to
Iceland. While there they conducted an analysis of Icelandic physical and cultural

geography.
